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ELSAH TOWNSHIP - Three were injured in a serious crash at 5:10 p.m. on Saturday, 
Sept. 23, on Jones Road.

Illinois State Police District 18 said a vehicle was headed westbound on Jones Road 
near Wendle Road in Elsah Township when it lost control and hit a culvert, rolled over 
and caught fire.
